I accept full responsibility and liability should my child suffer any injury, hurt, loss or other damage in the normal course of the game.

Extracts from Alliance rules governing young players

· The Alliance shall ensure a duty of care to all members of the league by adopting and implementing the ECB "Safe Hands - Welfare of Young People in Cricket" policy and any future versions of the policy
· The Alliance and its member clubs have a duty of care towards all young players. We undertake not to:

· place a young player in a position that involves unreasonable risk, taking account of the circumstances of the match and the relative skills of the player

· create a situation that places members of the opposing side in a position where they cannot play cricket as they would normally do against adult players

· No player aged 11 or under may play in Alliance adult matches. Players aged 12 and 13 may play only at the risk of the clubs and parents concerned. Such players must have written consent from a parent or guardian using an Alliance template. This form must be produced on request from an umpire or opposing captain, who may otherwise refuse to allow the individual to play. A copy must be filed with the Alliance registration secretary. No such restrictions apply to players aged 14 and above
· The ECB Fast Bowling Directives shall be strictly adhered to

· ECB safety guidance on the wearing of cricket helmets by young players shall be strictly adhered to, with the addition that the wearing of helmets by players aged under 18 shall be compulsory
